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 Master’s Report

AGM October 28, 2009
The masters are an integral part of Cheema.  The 2009 season saw 34 members join the club.   14 of those members are committed to train with our coach through the winter season.  New coach Marc Leger has brought a high level of enthusiasm to our training and this will be the 1st year that the masters program has gone year-round with their coach.

Cheema masters account for 6 of the volunteer positions on the board and give heavily of their time to the club outside of their board responsibilities.

Some of our achievements this past year:

· Six Cheema masters participated in the Richard Dalton Classic on October 24th.  All 6 completed the 12km Masters distance, one went on to 15km, one to 18km, and a crew boat completed 21km.  Excellent results!

· Canmas 2009, Sherbrooke, Quebec  – 160 Burgee points, and we finished 10th overall out of 28 clubs.  Men’s, Women’s and Mixed war canoes all won bronze medals.  Additionally, 4 gold medals and 2 bronze medals were awarded to Cheema paddlers.
· Joan Smith received the “Kayaker of the Year” award at Canmas.  Joan was nominated by her coach and fellow paddlers as someone who exemplifies hard work, dedication and love of the sport.

· We stitched and bitched and produced over 100 canoe kneeling buns for the club.  Plans are underway to start again soon for next season.
· We provided the food and manpower for the 40th anniversary BBQ, plus one other BBQ this past summer.  
· Through fundraising we purchases two Hody Mini K2’s for the club, which are being enjoyed by the masters, but even more so by the peewee and younger bantam paddlers.

· We paid for repairs on three of the wooden K2’s at the beginning of the season.

· Several masters have signed up for a boat repair course which will enable us to make basic repairs on our own.
